STARTING TIPS

Inserting nuts (1)

Faulty threads

Tightening
standoffs

It is a good idea to
start every step in-

serting  nuts into
beams (if the step
requires).

Use the back of the
screwdriver to push
in the nuts.

After entering the
first slot, nuts tend
to tilt. Use your
thumb to push it
back straight, and
then again use the
screwdriver to in-
sert the nut all the
way in.

Some of the nuts
are missing threads.
This is a manufac-
turing issue and we
are working on it. In
the mean time, we
add few extra nuts.
We apologize for
the inconvenience.

Push Nylon
Standoff with your
thumb while tight-
ening it with the
wrench.

Ruler
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Use Beam/Bolt
ruler to determine
the length of beams
and bolts.

TROUBLESHOOT

Can’t connect to the Mini Control Board with

Totem mobile application.

+ Checkif Mini Control Board is powered on (LEDs
should blink).
Only one device can be connected to the board at
a time. Reconnect the battery to reset the board or
disconnect with another device.
Check if your device is running the latest version of
Totem mobile application.
Ensure that your device has Bluetooth functionality
and location service (GPS) enabled and Totem
mobile application has the location permission.
Close Totem mobile application and run it again
(restart).

Servo motor doesn't spin.

Servo motor connector may be plugged in upside down.

Flip it over.

LEDs are flashing when battery is not connected
and motors are spined manually.

This is a normal behaviour and doesn't indicate any
malfunction.

None of the LEDs are flashing when battery is
connected.
Battery voltage is low. Charge the battery.

First LED of light bar is flashing when battery is
connected.
Battery voltage is low. Charge the battery.

DC motors are twitching or decelerates while
driving.
Battery voltage is low. Charge the battery.

DC motor spin direction is incorrect.
Check instruction manual if motors are plugged to
appropriate DC motor sockets.
Connect to Gripper Bot using Totem mobile
application. Go to “Settings” and switch “DC motor
pins” to “Inverted”. Write changes by clicking “Save”.
A button configuration may be wrong. Reinstall
Totem mobile application in order to reset all the

settings.
